Suggested “Script” for Speaking with Judicial, Government, and Social Services Personnel that may be helpful in Obtaining Letters of Endorsement.

1. After personal and organizational identification, the person is asked if they are familiar with the term, “Parental Alienation”

2. If not, or unclear, describe, “those behaviors that are done by a third party in divorce or custody situations that include, speaking negatively about the other parent and interference with communication and visitation of that parent designed to interfere or destroy the bond a child has with a loving parent.”
3.Explain that we are tying in April as “Child Abuse Prevention Month”, as proclaimed by former President Clinton, and looking for Proclamations from the governors of as many states as possible to recognize Parental Alienation as behaviors that are painful and harmful to children and families.

4. We are hoping that with awareness, more intervention and reunification programs will be instituted for divorcing families in high conflict. 

5. We are asking for letters of endorsement to include in the Governor’s packet, which will also include information about Parental Alienation  and Proclamations from the Governors of Iowa, Maine, and Nevada.
